Installing USB Support for Secap 30K/30KNFO Printers under Windows( 98 and Windows( ME

Step 1 Preparation

1. Make sure the USB cable IS NOT CONNECTED to the 30K printer.

2. Verify the installed bootloader and firmware versions that they fully support USB communication. The bootloader version should be BL080301 or higher. The firmware version should be 050401 or higher. If, not obtain new versions of firmware via Secap Website http://www.secap.com.  Follow directions to update via parallel port.

3. Make sure the PC to be connected to the 30K is running Windows 98, Windows 98 Second Edition or Windows Millenium. If running Windows 95, you must upgrade to use USB and must have USB hardware in the PC.

4. Obtain Version 3.237 or later of Bryce Windows 98/ME printer driver from Bryce Website.

5. Delete all Secap/Bryce printer drivers currently installed. This includes memory overlay and 0 & 180 rotation printer drivers.

Step 2 Installation of USB Support

1. Turn on PC and have Windows running in Normal mode.

2. Turn off 30K Printer.

3. Connect USB cable from the PC to the 30K. USB connector is located directly below parallel port connector.

4. Turn on 30K Printer.

5. Windows will start its Plug and Play Wizard. INSERT PLUG&PLAY PICTURE

6. Select find location

7. Enter location where Version 3.237 or later of the printer driver is found and follow the wizard to complete the installation of USB Printing Support.

8. USB Printing Support is now installed.

Step 3 Install Printer Driver

1. Install Secap 30K printer driver

2. Select a Virtual USB00x port from list of ports. INSERT PICTURE of PORT LIST

3. Complete printer driver installation.

4. System is now ready to print using the USB port.

Operation

While the 30K printer is turned on the USB printer driver ICON in the ‘Start/Settings/Printers’ folder will be active. When the 30K printer is turned off or the USB cable is not connected, the 30K printer icon will dim indicating the port is not available.
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
